Please note: If your child is signed up for field trip days, they are required to attend the field trip as we cannot staff for just a few kids to remain at the center!  Anyone who does not want to attend may come in after the field trip has returned.

Academic Blocks

In the afternoon, your child will take part in one hour of academic time.  This helps your child to avoid the summer “brain-drain” and get any summer homework done that has been given to him or her by the school.  If your child does not have a summer packet from school, he or she will be working through Core curriculum provided by our teachers.  Also, while Springboard does have a library and visits from the book mobile, it is always a good idea for your child to bring a book from home that holds a particular interest for him or her. 

LUNCH:  
Springboard School does provide a hot lunch for those who need it.  Hot lunch will consist of a vegetable, a fruit, a starch and a protein.  Lunch is $3.  Students should bring hot lunch money on the day that they would like hot lunch.  

We do have students with allergies, so we ask that if your child is bringing a bag lunch that he or she does NOT bring in anything that contains peanuts or peanut butter! If your child does bring peanut butter for lunch, a replacement offering will be given.  

Counselor In Training (CIT)PROGRAM Students who are joining us this summer as Counselors-In-Training: we are happy to provide you with a 10% discount as well as free hot lunches for the duration of your time with us.  Counselors who are in 8th grade will work primarily with students in 3-6.  Students in 7th grade will work with our students who are in K-2nd.  If you prefer to work with one age group or another, either can be arranged. Thank you for taking on responsibility.  You will be required to aid the teachers or assistant teachers in managing the classroom, directing the students play, aiding with class projects and presentations, being a support and mentor for the younger students.  We look forward to having you here and we thank you for taking on this responsibility.  

BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT POLICY

All staff members are trained to provide positive discipline.  The disciplinary goal of Springboard is to help children access the school themes and curriculum, take responsibility for their behavior and learn through experiences.  Through positive discipline, students learn self-control.  Springboard has zero-tolerance for bullying and expects all students to work and play in a respectful manner.  Harmful actions such as verbal, carrying a weapon, use of illegal substances are not permitted.  All students should treat Springboard School as they would their normal school, abide by the rules, and understand that there are consequences for their actions. Incidents of physical abuse, and angry, defiant, unruly behavior, will be documented and kept on file.  Incidents that clearly violate school rules may result in suspension of the student from Springboard.  Incidents that do not clearly violate school rules, but are disruptive to the Springboard program, may also result in the student's expulsion from Springboard.

Please note that all field trip fees are to be paid separately to Springboard Fundraising as those funds go directly to paying for transportation and admission for the field trip.  

General Announcements and Reminders

Bookmobile: Every third Wednesday throughout the summer the bookmobile will come from the J.V. Fletcher Memorial Library.  Each student is allowed to take out 2 books that will remain at Springboard.  None of the Book Mobile books should end up going home.  If Springboard accrues a late fee to a book that has gone home, the family is solely responsible for the details of that fine.  

Video game policy:  We have E rated video games at springboard school.  We ask that other video games stay at home, however, if they are E rated and approved by the area director before use, students may bring it in to share with other students.

Cell Phone policy:  Cell phones should stay in backpacks until school hours are over.  

Ipods:  students may bring Ipods to listen to during the academic block if it helps them focus.  However, students may not have their ear buds in when they are being given instruction during any part of the day. If a teacher asks that an iPod is put away, the student must return the iPod to his or her backpack until further notice.

DS and other handheld games:  DS and other handheld games are not recommended, but if they are permitted during free time.  During activities, outside time, academic time and lunch, all games should be in backpacks.  

Electronics notice: please keep all electronics with you  or in a backpack at all times.  Springboard is not responsible for lost or stolen items.  

Sun tan lotion and bug spray: The summer gets hot and the bugs come out.  If you haven’t already, please sign the parent permission slip for bug spray and sun tan lotion.You may  provide your own bug spray and sun screen or you may use the Springboard sunscreen and bug spray. 

Medication/Allergies: If your child requires any medication or epi-pen, please be sure to bring the medication to Springboard prior to your child’s first day.  We will have a medication consent form for you to fill out and cannot administer medication without this form.  

Volunteer!  We love to have parent volunteers.  We especially appreciate volunteers on beach day and field trip days.  For all field trips we remain at a 5:1 ratio, but we can do better with a few parent volunteers!  If you would like to volunteer, please drop by the office to fill out a CORI and plan scheduling!  
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
